2008-2009 AUDITIONS
Applications for current PYS musicians who want to continue in their current ensemble during the 2008-2009 Season are available. The deadline for the “March/April Auditions” application (yellow) is MARCH 5.  If you do not submit an application for the “March/April Auditions,” with the audition fee by March 5, you will have to submit an application for the May auditions (green).  May auditions are for new members and any current PYS members who would like to be considered for another ensemble.  Those applications are available at rehearsals or on the PYS website. The deadline for May auditions is April 16.

PYS members must be a member, in good standing, of their school’s instrumental music program.  Exceptions must be submitted with written approval from the instrumental director and/or the school principal or counselor.
